POSITION:

This position serves as Lifeguard in the Department of Recreation and Community Services and performs pool
lifeguard skills during various aquatic programs.

ESSENTIAL JOB FUNCTIONS:

Under the direction of the Recreation Supervisor/Aquatics and Aquatics Coordinator, the Lifeguard is required to
perform the following essential job functions: assist Water Safety Instructors in the pool with swimming lessons,
use effective verbal communication to enforce pool rules and reglations; promote public relations among
participants; work cooperatively with other staff members; maintain cleanliness of the facility; and perform other
duties as assigned by supervisors.

DESIRABLE KNOWLEDGE, SKILLS AND ABILITIES:

Advanced swimming abilities and/or water polo experience. Past experience working with children. Ability to read
and follow directions; interpret and apply pool rules and regulations; rescue swimmers in danger of drowning and
administer first aid; conduct chemical tests of water; and work cooperatively with other staff members.

DESIRABLE EXPERIENCE AND TRAINING:

Applicants must possess current Red Cross Lifeguard Training Certificate, Cardio-Pulmonary Resuscitation (CPR)
for the Professional Rescuer Certificate and Standard First Aid Certificate prior to starting work. Ability to swim
400 yards, tread water for 10 minutes and demonstrate proper rescue techniques.
